. As developnent, completlon :nd opeupancy of homes within the Propesty
ndvance toward flnal conclaston in the coming yenms, Declarint and the Assoelation
snticipate that greater degrees of access control will be emphasized at the Property
patehpuse.

Aithough Declarant snd the Assoclatiun reasonably beleve that the existence and
visihllity of & vontrolled access point may discourage the commissing of eviminal acts (e.g., . .
burgtary, theft, cte.) within the Propesty, nevertheless uelther Declarant nor the Assoclation
warranis or guaranfees that: (a) the security personrel arrangements ace suificlent and
adequate to diminksh or ellminate the commisslon of crimes agalnst persans or property;
and () such acts will not be attempted or actually occur within the Property. These
secusity arvangements are ol designed or Intended ta replace the conventional pollce snd
fire protection and paremedical services.

The Assoclatlon wifl seek 10 carry public Hability insurance genernlly covering body
injury and property damage arising out of negligent acts by eraployees, Members or
authorized representatives of the Assoclation. The Assoclatlon will pot carry any insurance
pertaining to, nor does It assume any labllity or responsibility for, the real or personal
property of the Owners {and thelr respective family members and guests).

Each Ovwner expressly understands, covenants and sgrees with Declarant gnd the
Association that:

(8)  Nefther Declarant nor the Assoclation bas any responsibliity or Habllity of any

9.19 Windows, Doors and Skylights. Highly reflective glazing matertal and
reflective sun sereenlng flims are prohibited for use in windows, glazed doors, skylights,
or for other exempt applicatlons.

No Owner may eresct
any structure of any type whatsoever in these easement areas, nor may an Qwoer use the
surface of an easement area for any private use. With respect to these easement areay, ay
well as any other areas described wlibin recorded easement documents and the Common
Propertles, any and all bona fide publle utlility service companles (including, but not limMed
to, Tri-County Electric and Southwestern Bell) shall have the right of acress, Ingrecy,
egresy, regress and use of the surface estate for the Installation and malntenance of utllity

Tacilitles,

Except as to spectal street lighting or other aerial facilities which may be required
by the County or may be required by the franchlse of any utliity coropany, no aerial utility
facllities of any type (except meters, risers, service pedestals and other surfacs lnstallations

Swing sets, playhauses, trampolines, BBQ pits (Udded only), hbammocks and certain
other recreational equipment shall only be permitted i they blend urobtrusively with the
surroundings and are ¢confined within the boundaries of the Lot.

9.40 Natural Habitat and Froston Control. No sprinkler systems shall be installed
without prior approval by the Commitiee, and shall be destgned and operated so a3 to avold
excessive runoff onte adjolning properties, including the Golf Course, No fertilbrers,
polsons ar cther chemlicals which are karmful to the environment or to birds or wildlife
shall be applled 10 any Lot. No bunting, trapping or other actlvity which would endanger
birds and wildlife shell be conducted on any Lot.
